Safety Cameras Monitor A686 - Just One Minor Accident Recorded

A decision by the Cumbria Safety Cameras initiative to maintain a full presence on the A686 over Easter Sunday and Monday has paid dividends. Over the weekend there was one minor incident when a motorcyclist came off turning off the A686 on a sharp hairpin bend to Renwick. He was treated at the scene by an ambulance and then allowed to proceed.

In the previous two weekends there were fatalities on the A686 and the adjoining B6277, creating a concern that the annual "Rites of Spring" influx of motorcyclists may have resulted in more deaths and serious injuries.

Steve Callaghan, Cumbria Safety Cameras Manager, commented: "The combination of Easter, the first major "run" of the year and the continuation of the hot weather had all the potential for a weekend of serious incidents. 

"We took the decision to have an all day presence on the A686 not to harass or target the bikers, but to try and ensure that driving standards were such that all motorists returned home safe and sound after spending a pleasant weekend on Cumbria's roads and not in casualty wards or worse."
