Cumbria Safety Cameras Launches Website

To further enhance its service to the public, Cumbria Safety Cameras has launched a web site providing full details of the initiative which can be found at http://www.cumbriasafetycameras.org.

The site contains all details of the 47 "hot spots" being monitored by the safety cameras vans, plus an up to date schedule of when and where the vans will be operating.

Kevin Tea, Public Relations Manager for the initiative, said: "We have expanded the content of the site to be much more than just a platform for the site list and schedules. We have incorporated statistical data for the numbers of fatalities and seriously injured over recent years, plus a month by month update for 2003. 

"There is also advice on how to avoid speeding, an explanation of the prosecution process, plus a list of sites where drivers can find out in advance about roadworks and other incidents that may slow down their journey. We have a comprehensive listing of other web sites run by regional safety camera projects to enable drivers to plan their national journeys accordingly."

One of the most important components of the new site is an interactive forum where visitors can discuss all aspects of the work carried out by the safety cameras initiative and road safety concerns in general.

"While we have installed certain safeguards to stop certain mindsets abusing the facility, we hope that the forums will be widely used for sensible debate and feedback," continued Tea. "We are open to constructive criticism and want members of the public to ask questions and put forward their views so we can gauge how effective we are in reducing excessive or inappropriate speed on the county's roads."

The launch of the website also coincides with the new unveiling of the new Cumbria Safety Cameras logo which will be used on the vans and on all promotional literature.
