CUMBRIA ACTS TO STEM BIKER ROAD DEATHS

Cumbria Safety Cameras, together with other safety camera partnerships in the North West, has launched a new virtual motorcycle road safety organisation – RideSafe BackSafe – to help reduce motorcycle accidents in the region. 

To coincide with the first major rideout of motorcyclists in the North West and North East, RideSafe BackSafe is holding a major safety day at Morecambe promenade on Easter Sunday (April 16) and a web site has been launched at www.ridesafebacksafe.co.uk which has an interactive discussion forum as well as news sections and links to other road safety sites.

Kevin Tea, Cumbria Safety Cameras Communications Manager said: ”In recent years Cumbria has had one of the lowest motorcycle fatality rates in the UK despite the large number of riders who come to the county each year. However, given that neighbouring Lancashire had 22 biker deaths, we cannot afford to be complacent.

“Ongoing educational campaigns and the excellent BikeSafe courses run by motorcycle officers in Cumbria Constabulary help the local riders be aware of the hazards and improve riding skills, but we cannot always be sure the same standards of riding for those from outside the area,” he added.

He continued that the RideSafe BackSafe site was a friendly and informal environment where motorcyclists can met online and share their knowledge and experience. Riders who register on the site receive a free leather  credit card style wallet with a fill-in card for medical details in case of accidents.

The web site launch will be tied in with a ride out event at Morecambe seafront on Easter Sunday from 10:30am to 4pm. Activities and attractions include: dealerships, motorcycle organisations, classic and racing bike displays,  accessories, motorcycle safety information and displays, safety talks, hazard perception testing, slow speed riding course, BikeSafe, First Bike on Scene,  competitions and refreshments.
